· Assist with managing communications with parents and guardians if no Team Manager is present, providing updates on logistics, schedules, and athlete progress.
· Foster team spirit, resilience, cultural awareness, and professional conduct among athletes.
· Communicate proactively with Head Coach, athletes, parents (as directed), and event organizers.
· Address minor emergencies and elevate major issues immediately to the Head Coach.
· Help organize and attend pre-travel training camps and team meetings.
· Model calmness, enthusiasm, and positive problem-solving throughout the travel experience.
· Uphold and promote the values and long-term goals of the American Canoe Association's Sprint High Performance Program.

· Coaching or competitive experience in sprint canoe/kayak.
· Prior experience working with youth athletes (ages 13–18) preferred.
