Sugar Island Cabin Rental Guidelines for 2018

Sugar Island is for all ACA members! It is a tangible ACA unique member benefit. Sugar Island is 35 acres with a few small outcroppings located near the border of the US and Canada. The snow/ice season can start in November and last through April. So, the season is limited to May at the earliest until approximately Columbus Day.  
A few cabins were built by ex-Commodores and stewards of the ACA in order to support Sugar Island for financial and caretaker purposes. Sugar Island is financially self-supporting; expenses are for insurance, property tax and maintenance.

Cabin tenants have been the mainstay of stewardship and caretaker functions for Sugar Island. In addition to rental cabins, most camping is done on platforms and ground camping. 
Three cabins are available for weekly rental to ACA members: Commodore, Lysak, and Jahn Cabin. 
Contact the Registrar for a reservation.

Three other cabins are available for a “season” or one-year rental; Hasse, Klecka, and Springel cabins to qualified ACA members. An application to the Trustees is below.
All are rustic cabins; no electricity or running water is available.

Cabins are 20’X20’ and were built of cedar over 50 years ago.

Cabins are suitable for 3- 4 people only.

Cabins will rent “as is” although future improvements may be made.

Furnishings include basic furniture and kitchen equipment. 

Tenant must keep cabin and area clean and free of debris. 

Renter will bring their own personal gear and remove same and food and garbage when finished and leave the cabin clean. Failure to comply with the requirements and conditions could result in termination of the rental.

Since all the work to maintain Sugar Island and promote the island and run programs is done by volunteers, season rentals are given for those who qualify based on volunteer work and stewardship for the island. 
For both season and week rentals the applicant 
Must be an ACA member in good standing and provide proof of membership.

Everyone on Sugar Island must fill out a waiver in advance or before leaving the island.

We require payment in full, in advance and return the key when finished. 

Tenant must abide by Sugar Island and Canadian Rules and Regulations. 
No subletting is allowed.  No illegal drugs are allowed. 

For a Season Rental: Hasse, Springel and Klecka cabins:
Submit requests in writing to Registrar and to be received by March 15.

Trustees will make a decision during the April meeting on tenants for season rental cabins. 

Payment is required in advance for one-year season rental, including 21 days of camp fee for one person, $ 1250. American dollars,  pay to ACA/Sugar Island.
